are being explored.

They said it was powerful
grenade blast but, as the luck would
have it, police party had narrow
escape as it missed the target.

"Had the grenade hit target, it
would have caused casualties,''
they said.

to fore for providing of intention-
al harbouring and logistic support
to the neutralized militants and
was accordingly arrested in the
instant case on August 21, 2021,
for the commission of offences
punishable U/Ss 19 and 39 UA(P)
Act which were invoked in the
instant case."

Accordingly process under
section 25 UA(P) Act for attach-
ment of the house for "intention-
al harbouring of accused was ini-
tiated and submitted to DGP J&K
for accord of prior approval and
was accorded by the competent
authority." 

In pursuance to the order and
the powers conferred upon inves-
tigating officer u/s 25 UA( P) Act
of 1967 property,  residential
house belonging to Ghulam
Ahmad Najar was attached.

"The general public is once
again requested to not harbour or
provide shelter or extend logis-
tics to militants/militant associ-
ates in their houses, failing which
strict legal action will be taken
against anyone doing so," he
said.

Court has held the
order of the trial court bad and not
sustainable in the eyes of law.
Court has also held the investiga-
tion carried out by the Crime
Branch and laying of charge sheet
after reinvestigation as not sus-

tainable.
"The impugned order and the

proceedings arising out of it thus
require interference by this Court.
Now the question as to whether a
case which required further inves-
tigation, FIR in that behalf is to be
quashed. In the considered opin-
ion of this Court having regard to
the serious allegations that one of
the petitioners as abetted by others
had managed fake certificates
fraudulently and succeeded to
manage a job in the Police
Organization of the UT of J&K.
The case registered against the
petitioner required further investi-
gation, as such, the contention of
the petitioners to quash FIR No.
35 of 2009 seems to be miscon-
ceived and is liable to be reject-
ed", Court said.

Court rejected the prayer of
the petitioner to the extent of seek-
ing quashing the FIR registered
against her and directed the con-
cerned Police Station to further
investigate the case. Court said the
SHO of the concerned Police
Station is expected to investigate
the case on a fast track basis so
that the culprits, if any, are
brought to book at the earliest.

The Prime Minister urged all

political parties to give first time
