“Outpatient department
(OPD) registration and admis-
sion processes were brought
online in the eHospital system
yesterday (Monday). The inte-
gration of the smart lab is being
worked on for samples collect-
ed from all wards and collec-
tion areas for automated analy-
sis and reporting. Additionally,
agencies such as CERT, BEL,
DRDO are on the ground help-
ing with the rollout,” an official
source said.

According to sources, the
All India Institute of Medical
Sciences, Delhi allegedly faced
a cyber attack on November 23,
paralysing its servers. A case of
extortion and cyber terrorism
was registered by the
Intelligence Fusion and
Strategic Operations (IFSO)
unit of the Delhi Police on
November 25. (PTI)

Dates of personality tests
(interviews) of the successful
candidates will be notified in
due course, which will be held
in the office of the Union
Public Service Commission at
Dholpur House, Shahjahan
Road, New Delhi.

The e-summon letters of
personality tests of the candi-
dates will be made available in
due course, which may be
downloaded from the

Commission’s website, the
UPSC said in the statement.

No paper summon letters
will be issued for the personal-
ity tests (interviews) by the
Commission, it added.

Candidature of the success-
ful candidates is provisional
subject to their being found eli-
gible in all respects, according
to the statement.

The candidates will be
required to produce the origi-
nal certificates in support of
their eligibility/reservation
claims viz. Age, educational
qualifications, community,
