taken after May 21.

Phogat among others are
protesting at Jantar Mantar here
for the last 23 days, demanding
the arrest of Brij Bhushan for
allegedly sexually harassing

women grapplers, including a
minor.

"We will make this protest
global. We will approach
Olympians and Olympic
medallists in other countries.
We will write to them asking
them for their support," said
2018 Jakarta Asian Games gold
medallist Vinesh.

She alleged that some ele-
ments tried to tarnish their
protest on Sunday night and
also said that the wrestlers
were being stalked at the
protest site.

"Some people tried to dis-
rupt our protest. The last time it
happened was when we were
bringing our bedding at the
protest site (at the start of the
agitation).(PTI)

ICC Cricket Committee scraps
'soft Signal' by on-field

umpires, allows runs if ball
hits stumps off free hits

DUBAI, May 15:  

The ICC has decided to do
away with the contentious 'soft
signal' by on-field officials,
which had often been criticised
by experts as it is believed to
have created more confusion for
TV umpires after a decision was
referred upstairs.

The 'soft signal' was used to
determine the validity of catch-
es taken inches off the ground,
which couldn't necessarily be
confirmed through naked eye.

According to ICC rules, a
"soft signal is the visual com-
munication by the bowler's end
umpire to the third umpire
(accompanied by additional
information via two-way radio
where necessary) of his/her ini-
tial on-field decision prior to
initiating an Umpire Review."

Till now the on-field umpire
would either signal 'out' or 'not
out' based on their gut feeling.
And the third umpire was com-
pelled to go by 'soft signal' as
most of the footages proved to
be inconclusive. (PTI)

60.54m. But she missed the Asian
qualification standard of 62.03m.

Tanya had a series of 57.39m,
51.76m, 55.73m, no mark,
60.54m and no mark.
International thrower Sarita R
Singh, also from UP, finished a
close second with a throw of
60.45m. Punjab's Manpreet Kaur
was third at 57.08m.

There was excitement in the
men's 1500m heats as Haryana's
Aman topped his heat with a time
of 3:46.04 seconds, which was
better than the Asian qualifying
standard of 3:47.84.(PTI)
