No such claim regarding photo mismatch
shall be entertained by the Centre Superintendent or the staff on duty on
the day of the examination.

6. The candidature of candidates claiming eligibility by
misrepresentation/concealment of any material facts, impersonation,
fraud, etc. shall be liable for cancellation and disciplinary action, as

deemed appropriate. .
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7. The Board reserves the right to cancel the candidature of any candidate
at any stage at which he/she is found ineligible.
